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STANDARD TENANCY TERMS: ALLOTMENTS
	Landlord
	Stockport MBC – Moorfield Primary School 



	Term
	A yearly tenancy from a date to be agreed.



	Rent
	The rent payable will be £20 per year, to be paid to Moorfield Primary School.
The tenant is responsible for the payment of rent whether formally demanded or not.


	Rent Review
	The rent payable will be subject to review every 3 years. 


	Use
	The tenant must use the land as an allotment garden and for no other purpose whatsoever.
The plot must be fully or mainly cultivated for the production of flowers, fruit and vegetables.
The plot must be kept to a good standard of cultivation and in a clean and tidy condition, free from weeds and well-manured.

The landlord reserves the right to re-enter to inspect at any time to ensure that the tenant is cultivating in accordance with the terms of the tenancy.


	Opening Times
	There will be no access to the allotment plots during school hours.

Access will be as follows:

Mon – Fri: 9am until dusk. (during school holidays)

Mon – Fri: 4pm until dusk. (during term time)

Sat and Sun – 9am until dusk.



	The school plot
	It is the responsibility of the tenants to maintain the school plot during school holidays.



	Security
	It is the responsibility of the tenant to ensure that all gates and buildings are secure when leaving the allotment plot.

In the event that a security issue arises then it is the responsibility of the tenant to contact the SMBC security services (0161 474 5555) and to then inform the landlord.



	Equipment
	The landlord will provide the following equipment which is to be kept in the shed: trowels and small forks, spades, forks, hoes and sieves. In addition to this watering cans will be situated alongside the water butts. The equipment must not be removed from the site. Any additional equipment must be removed from the site.


	Sprays and Fertilizers
	The tenant must take all reasonable care of trees, hedges and crops on neighbouring plots when using fertilizer and sprays.
If any damage occurs the tenant will be responsible for making good any damage incurred.

The tenant must choose chemicals which will cause least harm to 
neighbours, the general public, birds and wildlife.
The tenant must liaise with other members of the association to ensure that neighbouring plots are not adversely affected by the use of any pesticides.



	Fencing and hedges
	The landlord is responsible for walls, hedges, fences and gates to the perimeter of the site.


	Mature Vegetation
	The tenant must not plant any trees or fruit bushes requiring a maturity period of more than 12 months without the prior written consent of the landlord.



	Disposal
	The tenant must not dispose of any refuse or decaying matter in any hedge or adjoining property to the allotment site. Disposal of all such matter must be carried out in a responsible way. Compostable waste must be placed in the composting area adjacent to the pond. 


	Communal Paths
	The tenant must not obstruct nor encroach on any pathway provided for use to all allotment holders on the site. The landlord will ensure that all paths, hedges and fencing within the site are maintained 



	Buildings
	The tenant must not erect any buildings, such as greenhouses or sheds within the allotment site.


	Animals
	No animals, including household pets, are allowed on the allotment site or on the school premises.


	Nuisance
	The tenant is not to cause or allow any act or omission on the allotment which may cause a nuisance to the Council, its tenants or adjoining landowners.

All such nuisances to be abated immediately on notice from the landlord.



	Assignment
	The tenant is not permitted to assign, transfer, sublet or part with possession of the allotment plot, or any part of the plot, without the prior written consent of the landlord.



	Statute and By-Laws
	The tenant must comply with all statutes governing allotment use and any local By-laws.



	Change of Address
	The tenant must inform the landlord immediately of any change of address



	Dispute
	Any dispute between allotment holders will be referred to the landlord whose decision is final.



	Determination
	The tenancy can be ended by the landlord in any of the following ways:

· By 1 months written notice if the rent or part of the rent is in arrears for more than 40 days

· By 1 months written notice if the tenant is in breach of any of the 
           conditions contained in the tenancy agreement

· By 1months written notice if the tenant is bankrupt

· By 1 months written notice if the tenant is no longer a resident of Hazel Grove
· By giving 12 months written notice to expire on/before 6 April or on/after 29 September.
· By giving 3 months written notice if the land is required for any purpose under statutory provision including roads and sewers required for that purpose.

The tenancy will come to an end at the end of the first Christmas after the tenant’s final child leaves Moorfield Primary School.
The tenant can end the tenancy by sending 3 months written notice to the landlord. 

The tenant will be responsible for compensating the landlord if there has been any deterioration in the condition of the plot as a direct result of the tenant’s failure to cultivate.
